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	Classrooms

· The majority of our classes are too small.

· Often it is too warm or too cold in the classroom, it is very difficult to get them a good temperature to work in due to poor heating and ventilation. 

· Often damp with a build up of condensation
· Some classes have lots of rot, in floorboards and other structural parts of the mobiles. 
· Lack of storage space in rooms. 

Toilets

· Damp in outside toilets, as well as insects and bugs.

· Pupils feel very uncomfortable using the outside toilets and would rather try and wait. 

· Lack of warm water to toilets leading to poor hygiene. 

· Sinks falling off. 

Facilities

· No sufficiently sized library 

· No computer suite, pupils surprised some schools have a computer suite. 

· No resource areas to facilitate group learning activities outside of the classroom. 

Parking

· Lack of parking.

· Recognise great danger to children and potential for accidents with so much traffic on a small road. 

· Feel current parking would need to be extended, consideration should be given to speed bumps to slow traffic. 

Playground/ Grassed area

· Often soaked coming in and out of school and main building as poor drainage leads to flooding. 

· Would prefer to have a greater area of flat grassed area to play on.

Hall

· One multipurpose hall to serve too many activities PE/Dinners/Breakfast club/Afterschool activities. 

· Leads to very limited opportunities for use. 

· Very small and inadequate for PE lessons. 

Disable access is inadequate- if necessary it would be very difficult to move around our school. 

Recognise potential need to purchase land to make room of an adequate new building. 

Opportunity for a new build to allow us all to work and learn within one building as a whole school community.
